Course Description     












AP Statistics is a year course designed for the advanced students who has an interest in statistics.  It is a rigorous course that introduces students to the concepts and tools for collecting, analyzing, and representing conclusions from data.  Enrolled students are required to take the Advanced Placement Statistics Examination in May of 2008.  Exams must be paid for by the end of quarter one or you will be dropped from the course.  Students are required to use a graphing calculator through the course.

Course Content (from the College Board)










The following is an outline of the major topics covered in the AP Statistics course.  A detailed outline will be given as a separate handout.

I. Exploring Data:  Observing patterns and departures from patterns

II. Planning a Study:  Deciding what and how to measure

III. Anticipating Patterns:  Producing models using probability and simulation

IV. Statistical Inference:  Confirming models

Course Text 














We will be covering chapters 1 – 15 in The Practice of Statistics by Yates, Moore, and Starnes.  You will be issued a textbook and the replacement cost, should you lose or damage the book, is $75.00.  You must return the book issued to you before you withdraw from the class or at the end of the school year.

Attendance/Tardy Policy 












You will be expected to attend class on a daily basis.  If you are absent from class, a legitimate note from a parent or guardian explaining your absence must be presented within two days of your return (do not give absent notes to a substitute).  An absence that is not followed up with an excusal note from a parent/guardian will be considered unexcused.  Chronic unexcused absences will be dealt with as follows per quarter:

Assignments 














· Assignments will include class work, homework, projects, and notes.  

· Homework is extended practice on the skills and ideas presented in class.  Not doing the homework assigned will interfere with your success on quizzes and tests.  

· Expect a homework assignment everyday – including weekends and holidays. 

· All homework and class work must be done in pencil.  Work done in pen will not be accepted.

· An assignment is due the next class period after it has been assigned and we will address any questions regarding the homework.

· Homework is graded on completion and a reasonable attempt at problems, not whether or not they are done correctly.  

· Occasionally, I may collect an assignment for an accuracy grade (most likely unannounced).

· Projects will be assigned throughout the year and will consist of individual and group projects.  Detailed descriptions will be given when the time comes.
· If you have and excused absence, you will be allowed up to three days to make up missed work.  Once again, it is your responsibility to get and make up any assignment missed.  
· Late work will not be accepted under any other circumstances.  No exceptions will be made, so please do not ask.

· Note:  You will be expected to do reading assignments for homework as well.

· You will be required to take notes on reading as well as in class lectures and discussions.

Quizzes and Tests













· Quizzes will usually be announced, but you should prepare yourself daily for those unannounced quizzes.

· Quizzes will occur at least once a week.

· Chapter tests will always be announced at least one week in advance.

· To practice for the AP exam, all tests will contain multiple choice and free-response questions.

Quarter/Semester Finals Policy











· The finals for quarters 1 and 3 will have the same value as a chapter test. 

· The final at the end of semester one will be 20% of the semester grade. Each of the first two quarters will count for 40% of the semester one grade.

· The final for quarter 4 will cover only the material presented after the AP exam on May 8th.  Each of the last two quarters will count for 50% of the semester two grade.

· The two semesters will be averaged for the final year grade.

· If you do not take the AP Exam in May, you will receive an F for the 4th quarter.

Other Class Expectations












You will be expected to maintain two composition books; one for homework and one for notes.  All notes taken in class and at home are expect to be in Cornell Notes (CN) style.  This style contains five major parts: toolbox, standards box, study box, notes box, and summary box.  The format and how to use CN will be explained in detail.  Occasionally, open notes quizzes will be given using only notes in completed CN style.

You will also need a folder or binder specifically for this course to maintain all handouts and quizzes.

Academic Integrity













Anyone involved in dishonesty of any work, quiz, test, project, etc., will be disciplined by one or more of the following:

· Conference with the student.

· Automatic zero on the work.

· Referral to the counselor or vice principal.

· Conference with parents.

· Removal from the course.

Things That Should Go Without Saying (Classroom Rules)







· Be respectful and courteous for yourself and others.  Do not distract yourself or others from learning.  Raise your hand if you have something to say.  Do not insult anyone in my classroom.

· Be responsible for your own learning and that of your group.  That means asking questions when you have them, and answering questions when you can.  

· Be prepared for class with your notebook, paper, pencils, and assignments on a daily basis.  Bring your textbooks on the days you are asked to do so.

· Work together as much as possible (except when prohibited).  Form study groups, on and off campus.

· Assigned seating is non-negotiable.  If you have a vision problem or other difficulties, see me about moving closer to the front.

· Keep the room clean and leave your desk and area around it as neat as possible.  Food and drinks are not to be consumed in the classroom at anytime (except for water).  Do not add to the nonsense already found on some of the desks.  If you are caught, you will spend a week with afternoon detention scraping the gum off the bottoms of the desks.

· All school rules will be full enforced as outlined in your student planner.  Infractions of class or school rules will be dealt with quickly and swiftly as outlined in the student planner.
